What Process Does Your Church Use to Make Disciples?  
 
    Did you notice I asked the question in my article title about your process and not your program. It 
is not that programs in and of them selves are wrong.  They have proven to be very effective in 
some cases.  Yet in the church today, they are looked upon as a choice and not a systematic, 
sequential process for growing people.  I desire to hear about how you are taking a new believer 
through a process that ends in a fruit producing disciple of Christ.  Too often in the church today we 
have settled for attendance records and offerings as a gauge of success in fulfilling the Great 
Commission. Don't get me wrong, these are vital indicators of a healthy church but Christ 
demonstrated and demanded far more from His followers than this. It is time to rethink our 
methodology in disciple making in the 21st century.  We have settled for manmade traditions rather 
than Christ centered mandates. In Matthew's Gospel our Lord commanded us to go into all nations 
and "Make Disciples." Our Lord commanded us to go . . .  we have settled for come.  Jesus said 
make disciples . . . we have settled in making converts. Christ said to accomplish this great task in 
every nation (people group) . . . we have settled for one.  The simple question must be asked, ñAm I 
doing what Jesus commands?ò  You will never be able to determine your completion in this task 
without a proper way of measuring oneôs success.  Many just write if off as an unobtainable 
endeavor yet we know we can do all things through Christ who strengthens, enables, empowers, 
and equips us.  Jesus gives us the measuring standard for the task of disciple making in John 
15:8.  "My Father is glorified by this, that you bear much fruit, and so prove to be My disciples." The 
purpose of life is to glorify God.  We know we have accomplished this task as we bear much (not 
some) fruit and prove to be His disciples.  So we can see the test of a true disciple is to be fruitful.  
 
Dr. Tom Cocklereece gives us some diagnostic questions for you to ask about your discipleship 
ministry: 
ĂWhat process does your church use to make disciples? 
ĂIs it a process or a program? (Remember, that processes connect systems while programs may             
be independent.) 
ĂIs your process working? 
ĂHow do you know it is working? 
ĂHow do you measure results? 
ĂWhat expectations are communicated to the church? 
 
Dr. Lawless states, ñFar too many believers have never been discipled, and too few churches are 
prepared to address this problemò. Our Evangelism team has launched a new tool called LED.  It 
stands for Leadership, Evangelism, and Discipleship.  These three key areas in the church call for 
continual development. Our team stands ready to come along side your church to assist them in 
developing an intentional, strategic process in each of these areas.  May the Lord continue to bless 
our association as we seek to please Him in all areas of ministry for His glory and kingdom.
