 This year begins a very special challenge from our “GO Mission Team.”  
They are challenging our association to adopt fifty unreached people groups 
by the year 2015. This means out of the 36 churches that make up our 
association each church will adopt at least one and possibly more unreached 
people groups.   

 In order to understand this faith based challenge a few terms need to be understood.  First of 
all we must understand what a people group is. A people group is a group who have the same 
language, culture, history, customs and family/clan identities. An unreached people group is a 
people group in which less than 2% of the population are evangelical Christians. An evangelical 
Christian is defined as a person who believes that Jesus Christ is the sole source of salvation 
through faith in Him, has personal faith and conversion with regeneration by the Holy Spirit, 
recognizes the inspired word of God as the only basis for faith and Christian living, and is committed 
to Biblical preaching and evangelism that brings others to faith in Jesus Christ.  
 In 2007, Pastor Brad Bessent led his church to pray about adopting an unreached people 
group.  Their fervent prayers took their hearts all the way to Mali where some 3,000 Bambara 
villagers have no evangelical churches or known Christians.  Nearly 2 years of prayer and 12 
mission trips later, Beulah Baptist has seen more than 100 Bambara accept Christ.  During a 
worship service, he called forward several congregation members and instructed them to join hands 
to create a circle. "Is there any other way this circle could be formed?" he asked as the group stood 
facing one another. They looked puzzled until a woman in the congregation called out, "Turn 
around!" Once the circled group faced outward, Bessent asked, "Is the view any different?" It was 
just the dramatization he needed to help convince his church their view also needed to be outward.  
"Maybe sometimes the view in our church grows stale because we're just looking at each other," 
shared Bessent, who pastors Beulah Baptist Church in Hopkins, S.C. "Not that we shouldn't care 
about one another, but we need to look outward at the world." 
 One may ask why with over 5600 missionaries on the field all over the world do we need such 
an emphasis.  There are over 6,647 unreached people groups in the world totaling over 2.75 billion 
people.  This does not take into account the total lostness of the world only those considered 
unreached.  Yet our Lord commanded us to “go therefore and make disciples of all nations.” The 
term nations in the Greek is ethnos which refers to ethnic groups-- people groups.  As great as the 
IMB is it will never complete the task our Lord has given us to do.  We must begin to seek the Lord’s 
favor in accepting this God given challenge to reach 50 unreached people groups by the year 2015.  
Your church can have a key role in bringing an unreached people group to Christ. Adopting a people 
group helps churches take an active and direct role in missions. 
The IMB gives us 7 beginning steps to adopt an unreached people group: 
 1. Pray for God’s guidance 
 2. Discover your church’s natural affinity (DNA) 
 3. Determine the church’s expectations for adoption 
 4. Work with church leaders and identify a mission “champion” 
 5. Investigate opportunities 
 6. When God directs you to a specific unreached people group, pray and celebrate God’s 
 direction 
 7. Communicate, follow through and keep your commitments 
 
 In West Africa or elsewhere around the world, your church can reach the nations for Jesus, 
After all, it's not the size of the church, but the size of its heart.  I look forward to working with you as 
we fulfill the great commission until the Lord’s return.

The IRS Announces Mileage Rates for 2010 

The Internal Revenue Service issued the 2010 optional 

standard mileage rates used to calculate the deductible 

costs of operating an automobile for business, charitable, 

medical or moving purposes. 

Beginning on Jan. 1, 2010, the standard mileage rates for 

the use of a car (also vans, pickups or panel trucks) will 

be: 

 50 cents per mile for business miles driven 

 16.5 cents per mile driven for medical or moving 

purposes 

 14 cents per mile driven in service of charitable 

organizations
